1. Venue

Bough Beech reservoir is situated in the Weald of Kent between Sevenoaks and Edenbridge.

2. Organising Authority.

The Bough Beech sailing Club, in association with the International Topper Class Association (GBR), South East Region.

3. Rules.

Races will be sailed under the current ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), 2005 – 2008, the RYA prescriptions, the rules of the Topper Class Association, the NOR and the Sailing Instructions. In the event of any conflict between these rules, those of the Sailing Instructions shall prevail. 

4. Changes to RSS Rules
· RSS 29.2; in multiple class events, classes recalled will restart after the last scheduled start.

· RSS 40; buoyancy aids will be worn at all times afloat.

· RSS A4.1; scoring of late starters (DNS).

· RSS 61.3 & 62.2; time limit for making protests or seeking redress. 

· RSS 64.1 (a); alternative penalties to disqualification

5. Entries/Eligibility

5.1 All entrants must be members of an RYA affiliated Club.

5.2 Boats may only be entered by members of the ITCA (GBR) on the official entry form attached to this notice.

5.3 Entries will be accepted up to 11.00 hrs on Saturday 17th May 2008

6. Entry Fee

6.1 £10.00 per boat.

6.2 Cheques should be made payable to Bough Beech SC and accompany the entry form.
6.3 Sailing instructions will be posted on the day and will be available on the Bough Beech Sailing Club Website.

7. Schedule

7.1 Registration: 

In the clubhouse from 9.00am on Saturday 17th May 2008.

7.2 Number of Races:

The one day event will comprise a series of four races. The intention is to sail two races in the morning and two races in the afternoon, followed by the prize giving.

At its discretion the Race Committee may change the times of starting races or the number to be sailed to suit weather and other conditions.

7.3 Briefing:

At 10.00 hrs.

7.4 Start Times:

1st race;          11.00 hrs.
2nd race;     to be announced.

No warning signal will be given after 15.45 hrs.

8. Sailing Instructions

These will be issued at registration and will be available on the Bough Beech Sailing Club website.

9. Measurement

9.1 All entrants may be required to present a valid measurement certificate with buoyancy test endorsement at registration.

9.2 Boats and gear may be subject to scrutiny and/or measurement during the event at the discretion of the Race Committee.

10. Courses

10.1 Courses will be defined in the sailing instructions.

11. Start Times

11.1  ISAF Low Points Scoring Systems as in RRS appendix A4.

11.2 If four races are completed a boat’s score will be her total points excluding her worst score.

11.3 If fewer than four races are completed a boat’s score will be her total points.

11.4 An event winner will be decided providing one race is completed.

12. Personal Buoyancy and Safety

12.1 Personal Buoyancy shall be worn by helms at all times. This changes 

RSS 40.1 and the preamble to part 4.
12.2 On the day of the event the OOD may signal that the wearing of       wetsuits or dry suits is compulsory. Neither wetsuits or dry suits will be considered adequate buoyancy.

13. Prizes

The Bough Beech Sailing Club Organising Committee will award prizes at its discretion.

14. Insurance

It is the responsibility of each helm to ensure that he or she ahs adequate cover (with proof) of insurance for third parties.

15. Disclaimer

15.1 A boat is entirely responsible for its own safety whether afloat or ashore, and nothing whether in the notice of race or sailing instructions or anywhere else reduces this responsibility.

15.2 it is for the boat to decide whether it is to sail in the conditions it finds itself. By launching, the boat confirms that it is fit for those conditions and that its crew is competent to sail and compete in them.

15.3 Nothing done by the organisers can reduce the responsibility of the boat, nor will it make the Bough Beech Sailing Club responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury, however it may have occurred, as a result of the boat taking part in the racing. The organisers encompass everyone helping to run the race and the event and include the organising authority, the race committee, the Race Officer, patrol boats and beach-masters.

15.4 The provision of patrol boats does not relieve the boat of its responsibilities.
15.5 The fact that the Organising Authority may conduct inspections of a boat does not reduce the responsibilities of the boat set out in this paragraph.
