Sailing Instructions for Open Meetings 2008

1 
RULES

1.1 All races will be governed by the ‘rules’ as defined in the ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing, the Prescriptions of the RYA, the Rules of the relevant Class Associations, the Notice of Race (NOR)  and these Sailing Instructions (SI’s).  In the event of conflict between the rules, those of the SI’s shall prevail.

1.2 The follow changes to  RRS will be made:

· RRS 29.2; general recalls in the case of multiple class events

· RRS 40; buoyancy aids will be worn at all times afloat.

· RRS A4.1; scoring of late starters (DNS).

· RRS 61.3 and 62.2; and 64.1(a); time limit for making protests or seeking redress; alternative penalties to disqualification

· Race Signals ICF ‘L’; instructions by the ace committee from the committee boat

1.3
The exoneration penalty (and advisory and arbitration hearings) of the RYA Rules Disputes Procedure will be available.

1.4
Eligibility requirements for boats and helms are as set out in the Notice of Race.

2
NOTICES TO COMPETITORS

2.1
Official Notices to competitors will be posted on the notice board in the clubhouse near the registration desk for the event.

2.2
There is also a course board, which is situated inside the boathouse at the front of the clubhouse.

3
CHANGES TO SI’s

3.1
Any change in the Sailing Instructions will be posted on the course board and will be made no later than 30 minutes before the start of the race to which it first applies.

4
SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

4.1
Signals made ashore will be displayed from the Club mast on the foreshore.

5
SCHEDULE OF RACES

5.1
The schedule of races will be as set out in the Notice of the Race.

6
CLASS FLAGS

6.1
Class Flags will be indicated on the course board.

7
RACING AREAS

7.1
The racing area is shown on the course board.  

7.2
Competitors should note that access to the nature conservancy area in the northern end of the lake is forbidden.  Marker poles on the shores indicate the limits to this area.  

7.3 Except in an emergency, landing on the reservoir shores outside the clubhouse foreshore is prohibited.  

8
COURSES

8.1
Course details will be shown on the course board not later than 30 minutes before the start of racing.

8.2
The race committee may give additional instructions from the committee boat, both verbally and by white/blackboard after displaying ICF ‘L’. 

9
MARKS

9.1
Marks of the course will be described at the briefing.

10
AREAS THAT ARE OBSTRUCTIONS

10.1
Boats are required to keep at least 50 metres away form fishermen on the shore.  Such a margin will be considered an extension of a continuous obstruction as set out in RRS Rules 18.5and  19.1. 

11
THE START

11.1(a)
Races will be started using Rule 26 except that the duration of any sound signal will bear no significance.

    (b)
When two or more starts are specified, the warning signal for each successive class will be made with the starting signal of the preceding class.    

    (c)
In the event of a general recall for a Class, the warning signal for its re-start will be made with the starting signal for the last scheduled class.  This changes RRS Rule 29.3.

    (d)
When 2 or more races are to be sailed ‘back-to-back’, the ‘answering pennant’ (AP) will be displayed for a period of at least 2 minutes, prior to lowering 1 minute before the warning signal for the next race of the first class.

11.2
The starting line will be between a staff on the Race Committee boat flying an orange flag and an outer distance mark (ODM) flying an orange flag.  An inner distance mark (IDM) may be laid, not necessarily on the start line, in which case boats that pass between the Committee boat and the IDM after their preparatory signal and before their starting signal will be deemed to have broken a rule of Part 2 and must comply with Rule 44.1 (Two-turns penalty).  Boats shall pass between the ODM and the IDM when starting, finishing and whenever the line is set as marks of the course.
11.3
Boats whose preparatory signal has not been made shall keep clear of the starting area and of all boats whose preparatory signal has been made.
11.4
Any boat starting later than 4 minutes after her starting signal will be scored DNS.  This changes rule A4.1

12
CHANGING THE POSITION OF THE NEXT MARK 

12.1
To change the position of the next mark, the race committee will move the original mark (or the finishing line) to a new position.  The change will be signalled (ICF ‘C’ and frequent sound signals) before the leading boat has begun the leg, although the mark may not yet be in the new position.  Any mark to be rounded after rounding the moved mark, may be relocated without further signalling to maintain the course configuration.


13
THE FINISH

13.1
The finishing line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on a race committee boat and a nearby mark displaying an orange flag.

13.2
Where races are shortened (including average lap races) a similar finishing line will be used.  Flag S with 2 sound signals will be displayed on the committee boat.  This alters RRS Race Signals.

13.3
When ‘average lap’ racing is used, Flag S will be displayed with 2 sound signals with as much notice as possible before the first boat to finish crosses the line.  This boat will not necessarily be the lead boat.  All boats subsequently passing through the ‘gate’ in use as a finishing line, from the direction of the previous mark will finish, unless a clear hail to continue has been acknowledged.

13.4
Declarations should be signed by all competitors within 30 minutes of the last boat finishing, or in the case of ‘back-to-back’ races within 30 minutes of the finish of the last boat in the final race of the sequence of races.  Boats failing to comply may be deemed to have retired and will be scored RAF (Retired After Finishing).  Helms retiring from a race should mark the sheet accordingly.

14
PENALTY SYSTEM

14.1
Rules 44.1 and 44.2 (Two-Turns penalty) apply.

15
TIME LIMITS

15.1
The time limit for all races will be 90 minutes, but will be extended if the lead boat finishes within this time limit.  However, boats failing to finish within 15 minutes after the first boat finishes will be scored DNF.  This alters RRS Rules 35 and A4.1. 

15.2
Alternatively the race committee, at its discretion, may give boats a finish position.  

16
PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

16.1
Protests or requests for redress shall be written on the RYA protest forms available from the officer of the Day (OOD) and delivered back to him within 30 minutes after the time of the last boat’s finish.  This changes RRS Rules 61.3 and 62.2.  In addition, boats intending to protest are requested to notify the Committee boat upon finishing.  In the case of ‘back-to-back’ races the rule is modified such that the procedure starts from the finishing time of the last boat in the final race of the sequence of races.

16.2
The Protest Committee/jury will hear the protest at BBSC as soon as possible.  A list of the boats involved in protests together with the time of the hearing shall be posted on the official notice board in the clubhouse within 30 minutes of the expiry of the protest time limit.  It is the responsibility of the competitors to check the notice board.

17
SCORING

17.1
The low point scoring system of RRS Appendix A4.1 will apply.

17.2
The number of discards to be allowed and the number of races to complete the event will be as set out in the Notice of  Race.

18
SAFETY REGULATIONS

18.1 
Personal buoyancy aids of at least 50 Newtons Standard Buoyancy must be worn by the helm and crew at all times when afloat and on the pontoon/jetty.  This changes RRS Rule 40, and the preamble to Part 4.

18.2
Wet or dry suits must be worn during the months of November until April.  The OOD will use his discretion at other times.

19
REPLACEMENT OF CREW OR EQUIPMENT

19.1
Substitution of competitors after entry will not be allowed without prior written application/approval of the Race Committee.

19.2
Helms wishing to use a sail that does not bear the boat’s registration number, must obtain prior written approval from the Race Committee.

19.3
Boats may use a maximum of 2 sets of sails during the event.


19.4
Substitution of damaged or lost equipment will not be allowed unless approved by the Race Committee.  Requests for substitution shall be made in writing at the first opportunity.

20
EQUIPMENT AND MEASUREMENT CHECKS

20.1
A boat or its equipment may be inspected at any time for compliance with class rules and sailing instructions.

21
OFFICIAL BOATS

21.1
The crews of all safety support boats and committee boats are designated members of the Race Committee.

22
PRIZES

22.1
Prizes will be awarded as set out in the Notice of Race.

23
DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY

23.1
Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk.  See Rule 4, Decision to Race.  The Organizing Authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during or after the regatta.

INSURANCE

24.1
Each participating boat shall be insured with adequate valid third-party liability insurance.
