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go aboard a catamaran where a -

first impression is that these have
been uppermost in the designer’s
mind.

Heavenly Twins is first and
foremost a cruising cat, a fact
most readily apparent in the
weight of her construction and the
modest area of sail. The basic hull
and deck moulding weighs in at
over 3,500 Ibs, but with a water-
line length akin to the average 5
ton monohull, she carries a work-
ing area of only 260 square feet.
A mast located almost exactly at
the mid-point along this length
enables a roughly equal division of
area, while the relatively large
foretriangle allows a 200 sq. ft.
genoa to be used in lighter airs.

bulkheads amidships, which in a
cat is exactly where we need them.
The large "U’ section thus created
sits firmly athwart the hulls and
gives tremendous rigidity.

In the deck this is a 9 oz.
moulding which includes a 2 oz.
woven roving, while in the hulls a
nominally 8 oz. lay is raised to 12
oz. at the keels, and at the junction
between hull and bridge deck; a 2
oz. woven roving is included
throughout. Such figures as these
may be often quoted, but this
yacht seems one of the few where
one can jump on a coachroof with
a span all of 10 feet and hear a
most reassuring ‘thump’. There
may be more scientific assess-
ments, but there’s nothing like the

in on the new tack.

Moving forward, the centre
cockpit and the large foretriangle
brings the mast on to the bridge
deck, and one can thus handle the
main and all the halyards from the
safety and comfort of the cockpit.
Changing headsails — the only
reason to go for'd at sea — is
aided by the option of adding twin
forestays which, like the single
stay, are taken to a bridle span-
ning the stemheads. It must be an
irrational voice that tells one this
system could lead to a sagging
luff: we saw no evidence of it.

At the bow between the two
hulls is a large hardwood grating
giving all the working space one
could wish; being timber, one gets
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
