best for me. o
I decided against electrics prim-
arily because of expense, and
power consumption problems on a
sailing boat. So wind-vane it was.
The two main things to decide
were, what type of vane (vertical
or horizontal axis), and how to use

amidships.

(¢) Vane to thin ‘pendulum’ blade;
i.e. vane would turn blade on verti-
cal axis — water flow would then
force it to move on a horizontal
axis (swing like a pendulum) which
movement would turn main
rudders.

perfect for trim tabs. Other advan-
tages of this type are (i) tabs are
easy to turn, therefore not too
large a vane needed; (ii) a tab
drives the main rudder direct,
therefore no lines to tiller or
wheel; (iii) tabs trail behind main
rudders and are protected by them.
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
