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Heavenly and Summer Twins it’s easy to
see the differences. For although they both
have bridgedeck cabins, visually they are a
lot different and certainly, the hull sections
are completely dissimilar. But look at inter-
vening designs and you can see a very dis-
tinct development that first introduced chine
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wide beam in the area of the accommoda-
tion whilst maintaining a slim waterline
beam for good performance.

First impressions
There are, in fact, three sizes of Summer
Twins: the 25, 28 and 34. Having seen all
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firmly fixed was that of the successful mar-
rying between the Summer Twins and
Carbospars’ AeroRig. They really did look
made for one another.

Once we had cast off the shore lines and
found our way into clear water my initial
assessment of their lack of aesthetic appeal
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
