NOTES

FEES and CHARGES  

ENTRANCE FEE - The entrance fee normally applies to all new applications for Personal, Family and Student Membership and is calculated as 25% of the annual subscription for the class of membership required.  For the 2010 season the entrance fee will be waived for first time applicants or ex-members whose membership has been lapsed for one year or longer.

Members who have not renewed their membership by the 28th of FEBRUARY 2010 will be required to rejoin with payment of the appropriate Entrance Fee.

FAMILY MEMBERSHIP - Entitles the Member, spouse or partner and their children or grandchildren, under the age of 16 years, to the use of all the facilities of the Club.

PERSONAL MEMBERSHIP - Entitles the member only to the use of all the facilities of the Club.

JUVENILE MEMBERSHIP - Is available at £10.00 to any applicant 18 years of age or under and entitles the applicant to the use of all the facilities of the club.  Completion of a special form, which includes parent/guardian consent, is required for all juvenile membership applications.

STUDENT MEMBERSHIP - Is available to any applicant over the age of eighteen who intends undergoing full time education, or further education, at a recognised school, university or college for at least the spring and summer term of 2010, and entitles the applicant to use all the facilities of the club.

SOCIAL(Associate) MEMBERSHIP - Entitles the applicant to the use of the amenities of the CLUBROOMS only for social activities.

NEW MEMBERS – New applicants joining after 15th JULY shall be required to pay the full Entrance Fee if applicable.  All other subscriptions and fees will be charged at 50% of the normal rate.

MOORING & RACING FEES - This fee is in respect of the use of a mooring space in the area leased by the club, from 1st April to 30th September and also entitles the member to participate in the Club Series Races for the season.  The fee is calculated at the rate shown per foot of overall length rounded up to the nearest foot.

      An application for the continuance of a previously allocated mooring space shall be accompanied by the appropriate fee and submitted at the same time as the membership renewal application.

DRY-SAILING AND RACING FEE - This fee is in respect of the allocation of a space in the Club Compound from 1st April to 30th September and entitles the member to participate in the Club Series races.  The fee is calculated as the rate shown per foot of overall length rounded up to the nearest foot.

      All other conditions relating to the Dry sailing Fee are the same as for the Mooring and Racing Fee shown above.

WINTER STORAGE FEE.-. Fees in respect of the allocation of a space in the club compound for the storage of a yacht from 1st October to 31st March will be invoiced for payment by the 15th October regardless of the date a yacht is transferred in to the compound. The fee charged will be £4.30 per foot of overall length rounded up to the nearest foot.  This fee includes reasonable use of the water and electricity supplies provided within the compound area.

DONATION TO RNLI FUNDS - This fee is mandatory with all Family, Personal and Student Membership applications.

GENERAL

INSURANCE -The minimum Third Party Indemnity required for all member yachts is £2,000,000.

INSURANCE CERTIFICATES - While the provision of the requisite third party insurance cover is the sole responsibility of all boat-owners the Club nevertheless requires, as a service to it’s members, that the Certificate of Insurance for all member yachts, or a copy is submitted for inspection to the Secretary with the membership renewal application and thereafter within two weeks of the renewal date.  Original Certificates submitted will be returned promptly after check. 
REFUNDS - Membership and Entrance Fees, once paid, will not be refunded except at the discretion of the Management Committee in cases of proven financial hardship and then repayment shall be pro-rata with the unexpired part of the season.

CLUB RULES - A copy of the Club Rules Regulations and Bylaws and Mooring Rules are located adjacent to the clubroom notice board, or on request from the Secretary.
