ENTRY DETAILS

Enclosed is your entry form for the C B & F I Regatta. Whilst the event is open to all, a member of the crew must be or have been working within the financial services industry.

The event will be a category B event and be restricted to monohull dinghies with a Portsmouth Yardstick of less than 1210. The fleet will usually sail courses in the harbour but we may venture in to the Bay weather permitting. The fleet will be divided between fast and slow handicap with prizes for each fleet.

The results may be calculated on the ‘average ‘ lap system. Racing will be governed by the current Racing Rules of Sailing, the prescriptions of the RYA, the event sailing instructions and appropriate class rules. Racing rules for the Regatta will be available upon arrival.  We will use the Local HISC PY handicaps to calculate the scores.

The safety of the yacht and her entire management, including insurance, shall be the sole responsibility of the owner/competitor and crew. Moreover, every owner/competitor warrants the suitability of his/her dinghy for the race or races. Certificates of measurement will not be required to be evidenced, but all competing dinghies should comply with their class rules. 

The first start will not be before 11 am on the THURSDAY. Event briefing will be at 10am. You will be advised of any changes to the program at the start of each day. There are expected to be 6 races with 5 to count. 3 races day 1, 3 day 2, with possibility of back to back races & an additional race conditions allowing. The intention is to get in as much racing as possible time & conditions permitting.

Accommodation, good value & comfortable, is available on site at Hayling Island Sailing Club (Sandy Point Hayling Island, Hants PO11 9SL) by booking direct on 023 9246 3768. The club is able to provide full English breakfasts and hot lunches. See the club web site for full details www.hisc.co.uk

For those there on the Wednesday evening before the event we will meet up for dinner in the club restaurant. This will give you a chance to tell us all the finer points of sailing your boat upside down & show us your latest tricks (boating).
