We have a mailing list including Life and Honorary Members so about 90 Newsletters go out.

8)  Sailing Secretary’s Report

Chris Wharmby reported that2008 had seen a fall in numbers attending Open events. We had 8 boats at Hickling, 5 boats at Melton Mowbray, 3 boats at The Thames Sailing Club and the Nationals at Dell Quay attracted 4 Boats. Buckenham Sailing Club event and the “Triple B” attracted 5 boats. The event was won by Chris and Jane Wharmby in Leader 1083. 5 boats turned up at Milton Keynes.

For 2009 Chris proposed a similar calendar to 2008, including the Classic and Vintage Racing Dinghy Association Event which, as in 2008, is part of the Thames Sailing Club event.


The Nationals venue is still to be advised.


9) Advertising and Newsletter Report

 Jane advised that we had 3 advertisers who had paid for their Advertisements. These appear in the Treasurer’s Accounts attached to these minutes.

Only one edition of the Newsletter was produced last year but it was intended that a “Late 2008” edition would appear with a round-up of the year’s events.
